On historical architect’s 
drawings of St Mary’s this anteroom is usually referred to as the “Boys’ 
Sacristy”.  It now serves as the actual sacristy, but until last week had no 
light, no ceiling, and very little plaster left on the walls.  The Eucharistic 
Minsters have been heroic in making do.  This is now, at last, being rectified.
